This 
may include painting and drawing; photography; collage; textile art; meditative colouring; 
creative writing (poetry, story or song writing); or other creative activities that we haven’t 
tried!  
 

We aim to provide a welcoming space to discover more about the Christian faith wherever 
people are on their own faith journey and whether or not they have tried creative writing or 
artwork before. 
 

In June we will be offering an ON-LINE WORKSHOP via a Zoom link-up on Thursday 17th June.  
Because of the nature of the online format, we would encourage those wanting to take part 
to join at the beginning of a 2-hour session (at 10.00 am, 2.00 pm or 7.00 pm) for the 
introduction and opening conversation even if not intending to stay for the whole of a 2-hour 
session.   
 
In July we will be offering a HANDS-ON WORKSHOP in the church hall at Barnard Castle 
Methodist Church on Tuesday 20th July and Wednesday 21st July.
